About the Blessed Virgin Mary

The honor paid to Mary, the Mother of Jesus Christ, goes bac
to the earliest days of the Church. Two Gospels tell of the
manner of ChristOs birth, and the familiar Christmas story
testibes to the ChurchOs conviction that he was born of a
virgin. In LukeOs Gospel, we catch a brief glimpse of JesusO
upbringing at Nazareth, when the child was wholly in the
care of his mother and his foster-father, Joseph.

During JesusO ministry in Galilee, we learn that Mary was
often with the other women who followed Jesus and
ministered to his needs. At Calvary, she was among the little
band of disciples who kept watch at the cross. After the
resurrection, she was to be found with the Twelve in the
upper room, watching and praying until the coming of the
Spirit at Pentecost.

Mary was the person closest to Jesus in his most
impressionable years, and the words of the Magnibcat, as
well as her humble acceptance of the divine will, bear more
than an accidental resemblance to the LordOs Prayer and the
Beatitudes of the Sermon on the Mount.

Later devotion has claimed many things for Mary which
cannot be proved from Holy Scripture. What we can believe
is that one who stood in so intimate a relationship with the
incarnate Son of God on earth must, of all the human race,
have the place of highest honor in the eternal life of God. A
paraphrase of an ancient Greek hymn expresses this belief in
very familiar words: OO higher than the cherubim, more
glorious than the seraphim, lead their praises, alleluia.O From

What is the Angelus?

After the Dismissal at today’s 10 am Mass, Fr. Chris will return
from the sacristy to lead anyone who remains in reciting the
Angelus The Angelus (Latin for Angel), which is at least 900
years old, is a Christian devotion honoring the Incarnation and
the Virgin Mary’s “Amen!” to God’s plan for our salvation.

The name Angeluscomes from the opening words of the prayer
in Latin: Angelus Domini nuntiavit Mari%z ("the Angel of the
Lord declared unto Mary..."). The angel referred to in the prayer
is the Angel Gabriel, a messenger of God who revealed to
Mary that she would conceive a child to be born the Son of
God. (Luke 1:26-38).

The prayer is based on three Biblical verses that describe the
mystery of the Incarnation. These are said as versicles and
responses, alternating with the Angelic Salutation, also known
as the "Hail Mary!"

The devotion was traditionally recited in Roman Catholic
churches, convents, and monasteries three times daily: 6:00
am, noon, and 6:00 pm. Many churches still follow the
devotion, and some practice it at home. The devotion is also
common in catholic-minded Anglican and Lutheran churches.
The Angelus is usually accompanied by the ringing of the
three-fold Angelus bell, which is to spread good-will to
everyone on Earth.
